WINNER SELECTION:

Entries will be judged on content, not 
presentation. Entries will be judged by marketing professionals from Scholastic Book Fairs, Inc. Winners 
will be notified the week of July 9, 2018 by mail, email, and/or telephone. Each winner will be required to 
sign, have notarized, and return an Affidavit of Eligibility and Release form. Both forms must be returned 
within seven (7) days of prize notification or an alternate winner may be selected.
